Proverbs 2:1-8

Deuteronomy 4:9-10

Only take heed to yourself, and diligently keep yourself, lest you forget the 

things your eyes have seen, and lest they depart from your heart all the days 

of your life. And teach them to your children and your grandchildren, 10 

especially concerning the day you stood before the LORD your God in 

Horeb, when the LORD said to me, ‘Gather the people to Me, and I will let

Deuteronomy 6:1-2

1 “Now this is the commandment, and these are the statutes and judgments 

which the LORD your God has commanded to teach you, that you may 

observe them in the land which you are crossing over to possess, 2 that you 

may fear the LORD your God, to keep all His statutes and His 

commandments which I command you, you and your son and your 

grandson, all the days of your life, and that your days may be 

prolonged.
